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How can new geospatial information technologies assist in better monitoring,
understanding, and communicating information about bushfires?

Australia is a world-leader in bushfire management, fluid mechanics, and
combustion processes, as well as in the capture, processing, and use of geospatial
information. However, not enough collaboration has existed in the past between
these distinct areas, for example in the use of new ambient spatial technologies,
like geosensor networks, for bushfire monitoring and prediction.

The Melbourne Engineering Research Institute will host a day-long symposium
entitled 'Ambient Spatial Intelligence for Bushfire Science”. The workshop
recognizes the contribution that spatial information can make to bushfire science,
and aims to foster interdisciplinary collaborations, identify key research challenges
and opportunities, and develop a long-term research agenda in this area.

Key topics include:

* bushfire preparedness, response, and recovery;

* pbushfire combustion processes, fluid mechanics, and atmospheric turbulent flow;

* development and validation of models for understanding and predicting the
geospatial patterns of bushfires;

* technologies for capture of spatial information about bushfire dynamics;

* spatial tools for visualizing and communicating spatial information about bushfires;

* gpatial data infrastructures for bushfire management; and

* geosensor networks for bushfire applications.

The program of activities will include seminars; panel discussions; and open forums
involving academic, industry, and government experts from across both spatial
information and bushfire sciences.
